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Two Pells in One Year Policy

Two Pells in One Year - Effective July 1, 2010

The Two Pells in One Year Grant was authorized through the Higher Education Act of 2008 to assist
students that take summer courses to accelerate the completion of their degree. A student must be first-
time Pell recipient beginning with the 2008-09 aid year and after, an undergraduate student that is Pell
eligible and taking credit hours towards the completion of their degree. These students will be eligible to
receive a Pell Grant during the Fall, Spring, and Summer semesters.

For the first scheduled Pell Grant award, a student must:

Complete the Free Application for Federal Student Aid to determine eligibility for the Pell Grant.

Submit all required documentation and be verified by the Office of Student Financial Aid &
Scholarships.
Be Pell Grant eligible and making Satisfactory Academic Progress.
Have an enrollment status of (full time, 34 time, %2 time, or less than % time). The
Office of Student Financial Aid & Scholarships defines enrollment status as the following:
3-5 credits: Less than %% time
6-8 credits: Half-time
9-11 credits: 34 time
12+ credits: Full-Time

The second scheduled Pell Grant award, a student must:

Be Pell Grant eligible and making Satisfactory Academic Progress
Have received 100% of the First Scheduled Award of Pell
Successfully complete 24 credit hours

Be enrolled at least half-time (enrolled in at least 6 hours)

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Cross-Over Policy

Cross-over Pell Policy - Effective Summer 2011

Beginning with the 2009-2010 academic year, students may be eligible for up to two scheduled awards
(200%) per year of Pell grants. For the summer 1 session of 2010, Southern University at Shreveport will
pay Pell grant out of the 2009-2010 year (as a “trailer”) during the transition period for the new Pell
grant awards. For the summer 1 session 2010, no consideration will be given to 2010-2011 student
eligibility during the cross over payment period. Crossover is defined as a course that begins in one
award year and ends in the next award year. Southern University at Shreveport considers all summer
classes which last 9 weeks to be crossover courses. The Office of Student Financial Aid & Scholarships
crossover policy will become effective starting Summer 2011.

To be eligible for crossover payment a student must:

Successfully complete 24 credit hours

Receives a full time Pell award in fall 2010 and spring 2011

Have a valid ISIR on file and their financial aid file must be complete and verified
Enroll in six hours or more

Crossover Awarding Process

Students must meet the above Crossover guidelines.

Students will be awarded Pell Grant from either the current academic year or the upcoming
academic year. Whichever year renders the highest Pell Award will be used by the Financial Aid
Administrator to award the student.

Students whose FAFSA information for the upcoming academic year (2011-12) that are not on
file by June 30, 2011 will only be allowed to receive Pell from the FAFSA file of the current

academic year (2010-11).

Students that are enrolled in both 4 week and 9 week courses will be awarded from the current
academic year.

For the summer terms in all subsequent yeaafter 2011, the policy applied iSummer 1 session 02011 will be
applied to each eligible year as determined by federal regulations.
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Special Circumstances Consideration:

The Director of Student Financial Aid & Scholarships will determine if a student was unable to complete the credit
hours (24) of the first academic year due to “circumstances beyond the student’s control.” All determination must
be documented and reviewed on a case by case basis.

Special Circumstances may include but are not limited to:

Withdrawing from classes due to illness or death.
Not being able to register for classes necessary to complete degree program because classes were
not offered, were at maximum capacity or cancelled.

Special Circumstances does not include:

Withdrawal to avoid a particular grade
Failure to register for a necessary class that is being offered during the term to avoid a particular
instructor.

Student must submit a statement and supporting documentation which supports they were unable to
accelerate thei progression due to extenuating circumstances.

Transfer Students:
Transfer students will be eligible for two Scheduled Awards beginning with the 2010-11 aid year.

Southern University at Shreveport will use the assumption method to determine acceleration
toward the second scheduled Pell Award.

If a student received 100% of the first scheduled Pell Award at prior school(s) we will assume that
the student completed the first academic year.

If a student received less than 100% , we will use the same ratio to Southern University’s at
Shreveport’s academic year as the percent of the scheduled award that was received from the
other school(s), rounding down.
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Example of Transfer Assumption Method:

Prior school disbursed $2000 of Scheduled Award at that school. Southern University at Shreveport
academic year is defined as 24 credit hours.

$2000 (disbursed at prior school) * 24 credit hours in the aid year = | 12 assumed hrs earned at prior school
$4000 scheduled award at prior school

Student eligibility is based on having completed 12 credits toward the first academic year.
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
