We, the students of Southern University at Shreveport Campus, in order to produce a more 

effective student governing body, to express the general interest of the Student Body, to 

encourage a collaborative student-faculty-administration relationship, to provide full 

student participation in student government, to stimulate growth among students toward 

progressive citizenship and to work for the general welfare of the students, do ordain and 

establish this Constitution of the Student Body of Southern University at Shreveport 

Campus.  

 

Article I 

Name and Jurisdiction 

Section 1 Name 

The name of this organization shall be the Southern University at Shreveport Student Body, 

hereinafter referred to as the Student Body. The governing entity of the Student Body shall be 

the Southern University at Shreveport Campus Student Government Association, hereinafter 

referred to as SGA.  

 

Section 2 Jurisdiction  

The Student Body consists of all students registered at Southern University at Shreveport, who 

pay Student Government Association Fees and shall be subject to the Student Body Constitution, 

the Student Body Statutes and the Student Senate rules Code of Conduct and the Code of 

Conduct in the Student Handbook for Southern University at Shreveport.  

Article II 

Organization Purpose 

Section 1 Purpose  
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The purpose of Southern University at Shreveport ñSGAò, is to provide a method of 

communication between the student-faculty-administration, to promote development within the 

entire University, coordinate and sponsor series of (social, cultural, and education) affairs for 

students and to execute proficient leadership to operate the SGA of Southern University at 

Shreveport.  

Article III  

Branches of Government  

The Branches of the SGA shall be: (1) Legislative Branch, (2) The Executive Branch, and (3) 

The Judicial Branch.  

 

Article III  

Legislative Branch  

Section 1    Composition  

The Student Senate shall be composed 

A. Two (2) representatives from each of the two (2) academic classes (freshman and 

sophomore) and Student Government.  

B. A Senate President shall be elected from the Senate Body by a majority vote of the 

entire Senate membership at time of the election as stated in the Senate Rules of 

procedure. 

C. Student Senate Officers and Staff elected or appointed as stated in the Senate Rules of 

procedure. 

 

Section 2 Legislative Authority 

The legislative branch of the Student Government Association shall be vested in the Student 

Senate 

Section 3 Election and Appointment of the Student Senate 

A. Freshman Senators shall be elected at large in the Fall Term Elections, and 

sophomore and Student Government Senators shall be elected at large in the Spring 

Term Elections. 

B. All Elections will be held according to the procedures specified in the Election Code 

and related Statues. 

C. Senate vacancies, which occur due to registration, dismissal, or extenuating 

circumstances, shall be filled according to the Senate Rules of Procedure. 

 

Section 4   Oath  
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Each Senate member shall repeat the following oath prior to assuming office: 

ñI (name), do solemnly swear (or affirm) to defend, uphold, and abide by the Constitution 

and Statues of the Student Government Association and the Policies of Southern University of 

Shreveport, and faithfully execute the responsibility of the Student Senate to the best of my 

ability.ò 

The SGA President or his/her designee shall administer the oath. 

    Section 5      Senate Powers and Duties 

A. Regular session of the Student Senate shall begin during the first week of classes of the 

Fall Term and terminate the last week of regular classes of the Spring Term. 

B. If deemed necessary by the Senate President, Summer Program Sessions shall during 

the first week of classes of the Summer Term and terminate on the last week of regular 

classes of the summer term. The Summer Planning Session shall consist of those 

Senators enrolled in the Summer Term. 

 

Section 6    Senate Powers and Duties  

The Student Senate shall be empowered  

A. Enact, by majority vote, constitutional bylaws, to be known as the System of Student 

Body Statues, with the exception of bylaws concerning elections, which shall require a 

two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate. 

B. Take all necessary actions on Constitutional Amendments. 

C. Provide for the compilation and the publication of legislation. 

D. Create such committees, as it deems necessary for proper conduct of its business. 

E. Confirm all Presidential appointments and appointments recommended with a two-

thirds (2/3) vote. 

F. Make legislation to impose impeachment on elected and appointed SGA officials. 

G. Make all laws that shall be necessary and proper for carrying out the function and 

powers of the Student Government Association as stated in this Constitution. 

H. Require at any regular meeting, by majority vote, an explanation of any action taken by 

any Student Senate member, a member of the Student Government Association taken in 

his/her official capacity, or anyoneôs use of student funds.  

I. Establish its meeting times and rules of proceedings, in accordance with this 

Constitution and the Senate Rules of Procedure. 

J. Establish means through which the Student Body can actively participate in the 

formulation of polices affecting the students of Southern University of Shreveport. 

K. Override a veto by the SGA President by two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate. 

L. Investigate any action taken by university and student officials.  

M. Pass resolution with a majority vote, as it deems necessary and proper express the will 

or opinion of the Student body. 
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Section 7    Meetings  

The Student Senate shall meet at least twice a month of the academic year. 

Section 8    Quorum 

A majority of Student Senators shall constitute as quorum. 

Section 9    Limitation of Power 

No law, act charter, or contractual agreement of any type passed by the Student Senate shall be 

construed to limit or modify any of the powers granted by this Constitution, except by 

Constitutional Amendment. 

Section 10    Impeachment  

All SGA officers may be impeached for misfeasance, malfeasance, and/or nonfeasance of duty, 

or action contrary to or in violation of this Constitution, the Statues of Southern University at 

Shreveport and/or University policy. Impeachment shall be instigated by one-third (1/3) vote of 

the Student Senate membership. 

Impeachment shall be defined as making an accusation and charging an individual with 

misfeasance, malfeasance, and/or nonfeasance of duty, to be trialed before the Student Supreme 

Court as a Tribunal, with the Chief Justice presiding. Removal can only take place through the 

referendum process established in the system of the Student Body Statues. 

Article IV 

Executive Branch  

Section 1   Composition 

The Executive Branch of SGA shall consist of the President, Vice President, Treasurer, Secretary 

and The following cabinet offices: Chief of Staff, Attorney General, Department of Student 

Studies, Department of Communications & Community Involvement, Department of Student 

Welfare/Health & Lobbying, Department of Clubs/Organizations & Athletics, and Liaison to 

Aerospace, and Liaison to Metro. However, the SGA President shall have the power to appoint 

additional positions as needed. 

Section 2     Executive Powers  

All executive powers of SGA shall be vested in the SGA President, assisted by the Vice 

President, Cabinet Officers, and other executive appointees. 

Section 3     Election of Executive Officers 
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The SGA President and SGA Vice President shall be elected on the joint tickets, according to the 

System of Student Body Statues, by a majority vote of the Student Body. They shall serve a one-

year term to office following the spring elections. 

Section 4 Oath 

Prior to assuming office, the SGA President and Vice President of Student Affairs shall be 

administered the following oath by the Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs or his/her designee: 

 I (name) do solemnly swear (or affirm) to defend, uphold, and abide by the Constitution 

and Statues of the Student Government Association and the policies of Southern University at 

Shreveport execute the responsibilities of my office to best of my ability.ò 

Section 5     Duties and Powers of the SGA Officers: 

The SGA President shall have the specific power and duties to: 

A. Appoint administrative, cabinet and executive officers with the concurrence of a two-

third (2/3) vote of the Students Senate or Student Review Committee. 

B. Preside and chair all executive branch meetings.  

C. Appoint executive standing and ad-hoe committees. 

D. Appoint qualified students to vacant SGA offices, except those of the Student Senate or 

Student Review Committee, with a two-thirds (2/3) vote.  

E. Appoint the Chief Justice and Associate Chief Justice to the Student Supreme court 

when vacancies exist, subject to Student Senate approval by a two-third (2/3) vote. 

F. Appointed justices to the Student Supreme Court when vacancies exist, subject to 

Student Senate approval by a two-thirds (2/3) vote.  

G. Serve as an ex-officio (non-voting), acting member of all executive committees. 

H. Remove administrative, cabinet, and executive officers of the Executive Branch, with 

the exception of the Vice-President.  

I. Recommend the removal of elected officers. 

J. Call special meetings of the entire Student Government Executive Branch.  

K. Administrate, enforce, and abide by the law of the Student Body. 

L. Approve all expenditure from the Student Government Budget.  

M. Effective expenditure of student funds, as stated in the System of Students Body 

Statues. 

N. Serve as a member of the Chancellor Cabinet. 

O. Call for a referendum by the Student Body when appropriate. The referendum must then 

be approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate or Student Review 

Committee when appropriate.  

P. (1) Enact legislation by his/her signature within five of passage of all measures from the 

Student Senate, or veto legislation by written notification to the Student Senate 

President within five school days of Student Senate action. If, after five school days, no 

action is taken, all legislation takes effect. (2) The SGA President may veto line items in 

the Student Government Association budget as well as other appropriation bills passed 

by the Student Senate. A written explanation of the veto must be sent out no later than

five school days prior to the veto. The procedure in such cases shall be the same as in 

the case of the disapproval of an entire bill by the SGA president. 

Q. Recommend to the University Chancellor for appointment to university wide councils, 

committees, and boards with student seats. 

R. Recommend to the University Chancellor the removal of any student member of a 

university wide council, or board for reasons of misfeasance, malfeasance, or 

nonfeasance of duty after a majority vote of the Student Senate. 

S. Represent the Student Body on the State Council of Student Body Presidents, the 

Southern University Council of Student Body Presidents, of their equivalents. 

T. Officially represent the Student Body at functions on or off the University campus in 

person or through an appointed representative. 

U. Prepare written recommendations to the Student Body Treasurer for Student 

Government Association Fee. 

V. The President shall deliver a State of the Students Address along with the Chancellor 

and Faculty Senate President once per semester in a formal address to the student body. 

 

Section 6a Duties and powers of the SGA Vice President   

The SGA Vice President shall: 

A. Assume the powers of the SGA President upon the Presidentôs request, absence, or 
removal. 

B. Serve as a delegate to the University Faculty Senate or its equivalent. 

C. Assist the SGA President in the general policy and administration of the Executive 

Branch. 

D. Serve as chair of the Student Review Committee and deciding vote in case of a tie vote.  

E. Serve as the official Senate President of the Legislative Branch of Government.  

 

Section 6b 

The SGA Secretary shall:  

A. Record the minutes of those meetings hosted by the SGA President and/or officers. 

B. Make the minutes available for public consumption. 

C. Responsible for organization and maintenance of all SGA files. 

D. Keep an accurate attendance record at all meetings hosted by SGA President and 

association. 

E. Serve in the SGA Presidentôs Cabinet and attend all cabinet meetings as directed by the 
president. 

F. Work with all officers and student government officials to keep accurate records (office 

binder) throughout their term. 

G. Prepare agenda and materials for all meetings responsible for SGA President and 

association meetings. 

H. Work as a liaison between SGA student staff and Student Activities support staff as 

directed. 
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I. Work with SGA President to coordinate transition plan and training for incoming 

officers. 

J. Represent SGA and Southern University at Shreveport in a professional manner at all 

times and not enter into situations that would compromise the integrity of SGA or the 

university. 

K. Will hold regularly scheduled office hours as decided by the President. 

L. Responsible for operating the day-today SGA office work along with the Executive 

Assistant to the SGA President and Chief of Staff. 

M. Act as official secretary along with the Executive Assistant and Chief of Staff to the SGA 

President. 

N. Ability to effectively facilitate meetings, leads discussions, and speaks in public settings, 

small or large group. 

O. A strong sense of leadership, self-motivation, and reliability. 

P. Ability to use Microsoft office software effectively to prepare reports, presentations, and 

correspondence. 

Q. Ability to effectively communicate with others, both verbally and non-verbally in group 

settings or person-to-person. 

R. An understanding of Parliamentary Procedures and Robertôs Rules of Order. 

S. Must enroll as a full-time student during day-time hours. 

T. Maybe required to perform other SGA-related instructions as requested by the president. 

       Section 6c 

The SGA Treasurer shall:  

A. Set budget procedure for the Student Government Association. 

B. Set all policies for the use of funds appropriated through the Student Government 

Association to include: setting the budgets for each project within the SGA, determining 

what procedures are followed for purchasing procedures, and ensuring that funds are 

adequately managed for the fiscal year. 

C. Responsible for representing the SGA during budget issues. 

D. Monitor the expenditures of the SGA. 

E. Review check-registry and budget reports to ensure a strong financial standing of the 

SGA. 

F. Responsible for each expense to be budgeted, properly accounted for and properly 

reported each month to the SGA website. 

G. With small degree, it is the responsibility of the SGA Treasurer, with the chair of the 

Budget and Finance committee, to set the reporting procedures of the Student Activity 

Projects. (These procedures govern the overarching principles of financial reporting, and 

do not set day to day procedures of recording journal entries) 

H. Monitor all expenditures of the other Student Activity Projects. 

I. Publishing of all monthly expense reports for all Student Activity Projects to our online 

student body website, as well as tracking expenses month to month within each Student 

Activity Project. 

J. Review and sign all documents related to purchases made (receipts, invoices, etc.) 

K. Oversee and Coordinate all Fundraisers of the Student Body. 

L. He/she may, with the approval of the Student Government President, stop any 
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organization from spending its budget if he/she can verify funds are being misused. This 

action shall be subjected to review by the Supreme Court. 

 

Section7   Order of Sections 

Should the SGA President, for any reason, become unable to serve, the SGA Vice President shall 

succeed him/her. In the event the office of the SGA President shall name a new Vice-President 

subject to the Student Senate approval by a two-thirds (2/3) vote. In case both the SGA President 

and Vice-President are unable to serve, the order of succession is as follows: 

1. SGA Treasurer 

2. SGA Secretary 

3. Chief of staff 

4. Attorney General 

5. Senate President 

6. Other Position as declared by the Student Senate or Supreme Court 

 

Article V 

Judicial Branch 

Section 1 Organization 

The Judicial Branch of the Student Supreme Court and such other courts of the student body may 

ordain and establish as needed. 

Section 2 Composition 

The Student Supreme Court shall be composed of: 

A. Five justices appointed by the SGA President and approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of 

the Student Senate or Student Review Committee. Three justices shall constitute a 

quorum. The concurrence of the majority present shall be necessary to render a 

decision. 

B. A Chief Justice appointed by the SGA President from among the five justices, and 

approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate or Student Review 

Committee. 

C. An Associate Chief Justice appointed by the Chief Justice from among the five justices, 

and approved by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate or Student Review 

Committee. 

D. A Clerk of Courts to keep records, which shall be appointed by the Chief Justice and 

chosen from outside the Student Supreme Court. 

E. A bailiff, who shall be responsible for courtroom preparation and the swearing in of 

witnesses, shall be appointed by the Chief Justice and chosen from outside the Student 

Supreme court. He/she shall serve on a voluntary basis.  
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F. The Chief Justice may appoint other court officers and staff members to conduct 

administrative duties as needed, the Student Senate must approve all such appointments. 

 

Section 3 Judicial Authority 

The Student Supreme Court shall have 

A. Over cases and controversies involving questions of the Constitutionality of actions by 

the students, student governing groups, and student organizations, with reference to this 

constitution. 

B. Over violations of the System of Student Body Statues. 

C. Over conflicts between students, student groups, or organizations. 

D. Over the issuance of all summons of students to appear before the Student Supreme 

Court. 

E. Over the determination of the quality of penalties for students or student organizations 

in violation of legislation enacted by the Student Senate under the provisions of this 

Constitution and the guidelines set forth in the Student Government Statues, except in 

cases of impeachment. 

F. Over the adoption of rules governing its practices and procedures unless otherwise 

defined by the System of Student Body Statues. 

G. Over the determination to the impeachment of a student elected official and/or 

establishing the consequence.  

 

Section 4 Administrative-Practice and Procedure 

A. The Chief Justice shall serve as Chief Administrative Officer of the Judicial System and 

shall be vested with the rules adopted by the court and the authority to: 

1. Assign duties among the Justices of the Court. 

2. Supervise the administration of the Court and all judicial matters. 

3. Conduct and preside over court proceedings. 

4. Rule and procedural questions that arise during the course of Judicial Proceedings. 

5. Rule on the pertinence of evidence presented before the court as established by the 

System of Student Body Statues and other related documents. 

6. Report orally and in writing the recommendations of the court. 

7. Recommend measures to the Student Senate for the improvement of the administration 

of justice. 

8. Keep all records of the Court, release them in accordance and deliver to his/her successor 

all permanent records of the court. 

 

A. The Associate Chief Justice shall be authorized to assume the powers of the Chief 

Justice, in his/her absence. 

B. Students who will be tried before the Student Supreme Court shall be notified in writing 

at least one week before the date of the trial. This notice shall contain a statement of the 
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charges; the date, time, and place of hearing; an explanation of the general procedure 

that will be followed; and an explanation of the studentsô rights. 

C. The Supreme Court shall have sole authority over the issuance of all summonses of the 

students to appear before the Student Supreme Court. 

D. Over the determination of the quality of penalties for student or student organizations in 

violation of legislation enacted by the Student Senate under the provisions of this 

Constitution and the guidelines set forth in the Student Code of Conduct, except in cases 

of impeachment. 

E. Over the adoption of rules governing it practices and procedures unless otherwise 

defined by the System of Student Body Statues. 

 

Section 5 Student Rights 

The accused shall have: the right to counsel of their choice, the right to appeal for a closed trial, 

the right to a speedy trial and the right to appeal to the Vice Chancellor of Student Affairs and 

the University Chancellor/Vice Chancellor for Finance & Administration. 

Section 6 Sessions  

A. The Chief Justice shall call regular sessions of the Student Supreme Court 

whenever he/she deems necessary. Such announcements shall be made public. 

B. The Student Supreme Court must meet within one week after a petition has been 

presented to consider said positions. 

C. Hearings may be closed at the Courtôs discretion. 

 

Section 7 Oath 

Prior to assuming office, the Justices of the Student Supreme Court shall be ministered the 

following oath by the SGA President of his/her designee. 

ñI (name) do solemnly swear (or affirm) to defend, uphold, and abide by the Constitution 

and Statues of the Student Government Association and the policies of Southern University and 

faithfully execute the responsibility of the Student Supreme Court to the best of my ability.ò 

Article VI  

Elected Representatives 

Section 1 Composition 

Miss Southern University at Shreveport (Miss SUSLA), Miss Sophomore, and Miss Freshman 

are elected representatives of the entire Student Body and respective classes, but do not serve as 

members of the Student Government Association unless they choose otherwise. 

Section 2 Miss Southern University at Shreveport (SUSLA) 
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Miss Southern University at Shreveport shall have the specific powers and duties to:  

A. Officially represent the entire student body at any function on or off the University 

campus. 

B. Promote school spirit at athletic events and other campus activities. 

C. Initiate and maintain a community service project throughout their reign. 

 

Section 3 Class Royalty  

The Miss Freshman and sophomore shall have specific powers and duties to: 

A. Officially represent their respective classes at any function on or off the University 

campus. 

B. Assist Miss SUSLA in her duties. 

C. Assume the powers of Miss SUSLA upon her request, absence, or removal. 

 

Section 4 Class Presidents and Vice-Presidents 

The freshman and Sophomore Presidents and Vice-Presidents shall have specific powers and 

duties to: 

A. Represent their respective classes. 

B. Coordinate activities or projects that pertain to their respective classes. 

C. Serve on the Southern University at Shreveport Student Center Board and Student 

Government Association. 

D. Each class president must serve in the SGA President Cabinet.  

 

Section 5 Succession of Miss Southern 

Should Miss Southern University at Shreveport, for any reason, become unable to serve, he/she 

shall notify the Electoral Commission. The First Runner Up in the Spring Elections, proceeding 

the reign of Miss SUSLA, shall fill the vacancy. If the Runner Up is unable to serve as Miss 

SUSLA, a special election shall be held with two-thirds approval of the Student Senate or 

Student Review Committee. This shall apply with all elected student officials.  

 

Article VII  

Election of Officers 

Section 1 Time 
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Election of the Student Government Association Officers/Senators, Sophomore Class 

Officers/Senators,  Miss SUSLA, and Miss Sophomore shall be held in Spring Semester of each 

year during the eight week of the semester, except in cases deemed necessary by the Electoral 

Commissioner with the approval of  (2/3) vote of the Student Senate. Elections for Freshmen 

Class Officers/Senators and Miss Freshman shall be Fall Semester of each year on the second. 

Section 2 Office Tenure  

A. The new student elected officials shall assume office in accordance with the fiscal year of 

their term and shall serve for one calendar year which shall be in accordance with that fiscal 

year.                                                       

B. During the period when the SGA President-Elect is determined and until the 

aforementioned date that he/she assume office, the SGA President Elect will only be 

empowered to formulate the Student Body Plan for their term year that will outline and 

shape their goals for their term year.  

C. The SGA President shall serve in elect position until his/her term start to conduct official 

SGA business.  

 

Section 3 Electoral Commissioner 

The Electoral Commissioner shall be appointed by the SGA President and serve until a new 

Commissioner is selected. He/she shall have complete administration responsibility for 

carrying out elections under this Constitution. He/she must be a sophomore or above at the 

time he/she enter the office. 

Section 4 Electoral Commission  

There shall be an Electoral Commission to assist the Commission in carrying out the 

responsibilities of his/her office. It shall consist of three (3) individuals selected by the 

Electoral Commissioner. They must receive a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Student Senate or 

Student Review Committee in order to serve. 

Section 1 Classification  

For the purpose of this Article the following explanation are given. Freshmen are those 

students having a high school diploma or its equivalent. Sophomores are those students 32 or 

more semester hours inclusively.  

Section 2 Requirements 

All persons running and holding an elected or appointed position must be an enrolled, registered 

full time student of SUSLA and must meet the following qualifications:  
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A.      SGA President  

A candidate for this office must be a member of the sophomore class by the first day of the Fall 

Semester his/her prospective term. He/she must pass all institution requirements, and must not 

have been convicted of any major offense by the Student Supreme Court or any Administrative 

Hearing Panels. He/she must have a minimum cumulative grade point average 2.8 at the time of 

declaration of candidacy. 

B. SGA Vice-President 

Candidates for this office must meet the same qualifications as are required for candidacy for 

SGA President, with the exception that he/she must be classified as a sophomore at the time 

he/she takes office. 

 

C. Student Senate  

1. Senate President: Candidates for this office must have the same qualifications as are 

required for candidates for the SGA Vice President 

2. Student Senators: All candidates shall have a cumulative grade point average of 2.5 at 

Election, with the exception of freshman. However, all freshmen must obtain a minimum 

2.5 grade point average at the end of the first semester. The Student Supreme Court or 

any Administrative Disciple Hearing must not have convicted him/her of any major 

offenses. 

3.  

D. Justices of the Student Supreme Court  

1. Chief Justice and Associate Chief Justice: A prospective appointee to these positions 

must meet the same qualifications required for the SGA Vice Presidential candidates. In 

addition, he/she must have on academic year if the Supreme Court tenure to be eligible 

for appointment. 

2. Justices: Persons appointed, as Supreme Court Justices must have at least a 2.5 

cumulative grade point average. They shall serve until graduation unless removed by 

impeachment or resignation. 

 

E.  All  elected SGA officers must maintain a minimum cumulative grade point average of 2.5 or 

better, pass all standard institutional requirements.  

F. All positions appointed by the SGA President must maintain a minimum cumulative grade 

point average of 2.0 or better, pass all standard institutional requirements.  

G. Miss Southern University persons who are candidates for this office must be at least a 

sophomore by the first day of the fall semester of he/she reign. She must have a cumulative 

grade point average of 2.8 or better at the time declaration of candidacy. 

 

H. Class Attendants (Miss Freshmen and Miss Sophomore)  
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Persons who are candidates for this office must meet the same requirements as Miss 

Southern University, except they must have a cumulative grade point of 2.5 at the time 

of declaration of candidacy and be members of their respective classes at the time they 

take office. 

I. Class Officers 

 

1. Class President: Persons who are candidates for this office must meet the same 

qualifications required for the SGA Vice Presidential Candidates with the exception that 

he/she must be a member of his/her respective class at the time he/she takes office. 

2. Class Vice President: Persons who are candidates for this office must meet the same 

requirements as Class Presidents. 

3. Class Officers: Person who is candidates for treasurer, secretary, and other must meet the 

same requirement as SGA elected Officers.  

 

J. Any individual not meeting the criteria in this section shall not be eligible for elected or 

appointed office, or any of the rights and privileges vested therein. 

 

Section 3     Enrollment Tenure  

All candidates for elected office at Southern University must have been enrolled at the 

University for at least one complete semester at the time they declare their candidacy and must 

serve for one academic year, except for SGA President and Vice President, Miss Southern 

University.   

ARTICLE IX  

Amendments to the Constitution 

Section 1   Amendments 

The Student Senate shall propose amendments to this Constitution or amendments may be 

proposed by a petition signed by two/thirds of the Student Body leadership. 

 

Section 2   Procedure     

To amend any part of this Constitution, proposed amendments must be introduced in writing by a 

Student Senator at a regular Senate meeting. Upon release by the selected committee(s), the 

amendments shall be read a second time during the Senate meeting. Once, the Amendments are 

ready to present is must be sent to the Office of SGA President for approval or veto.   

Section 3   Referendum 
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If an amendment is defeated by the Student Senate and not referred to the Student Body for vote, 

it shall be (when presented to the Student Senate by a petition by 2/3 of the Student Body 

leadership), automatically placed on the ballot by the Student Senate for referendum. Such 

amendment shall be adopted when ratified by majority of those voting in a referendum. 

Section 4   Limitation of Amendments  

A. No more than three (3) sections of any one (1) article of this Constitution may be 

amended during the course of an academic year. Any further revisions after such 

limitation shall require passage by a Constitutional Convention, comprised of 

members from the Legislative, Judicial, and Executive Branches. 

B. A Constitutional Convention Committee shall be created by a majority vote of 

the Student Government, who shall be the only voting members of this 

committee and chosen by the Chief Officer of each branch. The Constitutional 

Convention Committee shall be the review committee of all Constitutional 

Amendments exceeding the stated limit in Subsection A and shall function as an 

ad hoc Legislative Committee with the Senate President or his/her designee 

presiding. Passage of the revised Constitution from this committee shall require 

a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the entire membership of the Committee.

Executive Branch  

¶ Organization Chart for the Executive Branch (See Attachment) 

¶ Council of Southern Clubs and Organizations Presidents  

The new student body implores the continuation of club/organization being effective on campus. 

Therefore, we are recommending the creation of a council for student groups on campus that will 

make clubs/organization more effective and bring unity amongst all student groups on campus.  

The recommended council shall be the Council of Southern Clubs & Organizations Presidents 

(COSCOP). This association will bring all student leaders and advisors together and give them 

access to other clubs and organization on campus. Also, this will bring all student leaders 

together to create a stronger working relationship, better awareness of campus activities, and 

stronger relationship between student government leaders and club/organization leaders.  

¶ Student Review Committee  

The Student Review Committee is the legislative committee of the Executive Branch. This 

committee operates in the absence of the Student Senate and is chaired by the Vice President of 

Student Government Association.  

¶ Student Body Cabinet  

 Advisor: The immediate advisor to the Executive Branch shall be Ms. Rebecca Gilliam.  

Members: The members of the executive branch SGA Presidential Cabinet are: SGA 

Vice     President, Treasurer, Secretary, Chief of Staff, Attorney General, all department 

Secretaries, Jaguar Speaks Editor-In-Chief, JAGTV1 Program Manager, and those 

persons at the discretion of the SGA President.  

¶ Definitions of Members Positions  

 

 

 

SGA President 

The SGA President shall have the specific power and duties to: 

¶ Appoint administrative, cabinet, and executive officers with the concurrence of a two-

third vote of the Students Senate. 
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¶ Appoint executive standing an ad-hoe committee. 

¶ Appoint qualified student to vacant SGA officers, except those of the Student Senate, 

with a two-thirds vote. 

¶ Appoint the Chief Justice and Associate Chief Justice to the Student Supreme court when 

vacancies exist, subject to Student Senate approval by a two-thirds vote. 

¶ Appointed justices to the Student Supreme Court when vacancies exist, subject to Student 

Senate approval by a two-thirds vote of the Student Senate. 

¶ Serve as an ex-officio (non-voting), acting member of all executive committees. 

¶ Remove administrative, cabinet, and executive officers of the Executive Branch, with the 

exception of the Vice-President. 

¶ Recommend the removal of elected officers.   

¶ Call and preside over meeting of the Executive Branch. 

¶ Call special meetings of the entire Student Government Executive Budget. 

¶ Administrate, enforce, and abide by the law of the Student Body. 

¶ Approve all expenditure from the Student Government Executive Budget. 

¶ Provide for the effective expenditure of student funds, as stated in the System of Student 

Body Statues. 

¶ Serve as a voting member of the university board of trustees. 

¶ Call for a referendum by the Student Body when appropriate.  The referendum must then 

be approved by a two-thirds vote of the Student Senate when appropriate. 

¶ (1) Enact legislation by his/her signature within five of passage of all measures from the 

Student Senate, or veto legislation by written notification to the Student Senate President 

within five school days of Student Senate action.  If, after five school days, no action is 

taken, all legislation takes effect. (2) The SGA President may veto line items in any of the 

student funded budgets.  A written explanation of the line item veto must be sent to the 

Student president no later than five school days prior to the final passage of the A&S 

Fiscal Budget.  The procedure on such cases shall be the same as in the case of the 

disapproval of an entire bill by SGA president. 

¶ Recommend to the University President students for appointment to university wide 

councils, committees, and boards with student seats. 

¶ Recommend to the University President the removal of any student member of a 

university wide council, or board for reasons of misfeasance, malfeasance, or 

nonfeasance of duty after a majority vote of the Student Senate. 

¶ Represent the Student Body on the State council of the Student Body Presidents, the 

SUSLA Student Association, of their equivalents. 

¶ Officially represent the Student Body at functions on or off he/she University campus in 

person or through an appointed representative. 

 

¶ Prepare written recommendations to the Student Senate for Activity and Service Fee 

Budget. 

¶ The President shall deliver a State of the Student Address once per semester in a formal 

address to the student body. 

SGA Vice-President 
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The SGA Vice-President shall have the specific power and duties to: 

¶ Assume the powers of the SGA President upon he/she Presidentôs request, absence, or 

removal. 

¶ Serve as a delegate to the University Faculty Senate or its equivalent. 

¶ Assist the SGA President in oversight of the officers, staff and officials of SGA. 

¶ Assist the SGA President in the general policy and administration of the Executive 

Branch. 

¶ Serve as chair of the Student Review Committee. 

¶ Serve as the official Senate President of the Legislative Branch of Government.  

¶ Assuming any other responsibilities and duties outline by the SGA President. 

Chief of Staff 

 

The Chief of Staff shall have the specific power and duties to: 

¶ To serve in an advisory capacity on the Student Government Presidentôs Cabinet. 

¶ To coordinate all activities of the Executive Branch such as cabinet meetings, activities, 

rallies, lectures, and appointment, etc. 

¶ To sit in all Executive Branch meetings and committees in the presence of the SGA 

President when deemed by the President. 

¶ To aid in welcoming quests and visitors to the Southern University at Shreveport Student 

Body campus. 

¶ To establish sound relationships between students and student visitors. 

¶ To establish a sound relationship between students and visiting dignitaries. 

¶ To serve as coordinator and official host of all Student Government Association social 

functions. 

¶ To aid the President of the Student Government Association in the appointment of 

members to the Student Tour Committee. 

¶ To serve as an official aide to the SGA President. 

Attorney General 

The Attorney General shall have the specific power and duties to: 

¶ To serve as the Legal Advisor to the President of the Student Government Association. 

¶ Shall hand down legal opinions concerning the Constitution and Statutes to any member 

of the Student Body who requires the same in writing. 

¶ It is the power, duty, and function of the Attorney General to undertake statutory 

revisions. 

¶ Conduct a systematic and continuous study of the Student Body Statues for consistency 

and clarity. 

¶ Prepare and submit to the Student Senate recommendations for revisions. 

¶ Shall act as a Chief Legal Advisor of the Executive Branch and represent all SGA 

officials in matters before the SGA Supreme Court for as long as there are no conflicts of 

interest with the SGA Executive Branch. 
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¶ In the event a SGA Official to be represented has a conflict of interest with any other 

official with the SGA Executive Brach and does not waive such conflict, then that official 

shall be represented by the Public Defender or such other student attorney that he/she 

deems appropriate 

SGA Treasurer 

The SGA Treasurer shall have the specific power and duties to: 

¶ Set budget procedure for the Student Government Association. 

¶ Set all policies for the use of funds appropriated through the Budget and Finance process 

to the Student Government Association to include: setting the budgets for each project 

within the SGA, determining what procedures are followed for purchasing procedures, 

and ensuring that funds are adequately managed for the fiscal year. 

¶ Responsible for representing the SGA during budget issues. 

¶ Monitor the expenditures of the SGA. 

¶ Review check-registry and budget reports to ensure a strong financial standing of the 

SGA. 

¶ Responsible for each expense to be budgeted, properly accounted for and properly 

reported each month to the SGA website. 

¶ With small degree, it is the responsibility of the SGA Treasurer, with the chair of the 

Budget and Finance committee, to set the reporting procedures of the Student Activity 

Projects. (These procedures govern the overarching principles of financial reporting, and 

do not set day to day procedures of recording journal entries) 

¶ Monitor all expenditures of the other Student Activity Projects. 

¶ Publishing of all monthly expense reports for all Student Activity Projects to our online 

site, as well as tracking expenses month to month within each Student Activity Project. 

¶ Sign all documents related to purchases made (receipts, invoices, etc.) 

¶ Oversee and Coordinate all Fundraisers of the Student Body. 

¶ Oversee the Verizon Brand Ambassadors. 

¶ He/she may, with the approval of the Student Government President, stop any 

organization from spending its budget if he/she can verify funds are being misused. This 

action shall be subjected to review by the Supreme Court. 

 

SGA Secretary 

The SGA Secretary shall have the specific responsibilities and duties to: 

¶ Record the minutes of those meetings hosted by the SGA President and/or officers. 

¶ Make the minutes available for public consumption. 

¶ Responsible for organization and maintenance of all SGA files. 

¶ Keep an accurate attendance record at all meetings hosted by SGA President and 

association. 

¶ Serve in the SGA Presidentôs Cabinet and attend all cabinet meetings as directed by the 
president. 
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¶ Work with all officers and student government officials to keep accurate records (office 

binder) throughout their term. 

¶ Prepare agenda and materials for all meetings responsible for SGA President and 

association meetings. 

¶ Work as a liaison between SGA student staff and Student Activities support staff as 

directed. 

¶ Work with SGA President to coordinate transition plan and training for incoming 

officers. 

¶ Represent SGA and Southern University at Shreveport in a professional manner at all 

times and not enter into situations that would compromise the integrity of SGA or the 

university. 

¶ Will hold regularly scheduled office hours as decided by the President. 

¶ Responsible for operating the day-today SGA office work along with the Executive 

Assistant to the SGA President and Chief of Staff. 

¶ Act as official secretary along with the Executive Assistant and Chief of Staff to the SGA 

President. 

¶ Ability to effectively facilitate meetings, leads discussions, and speaks in public settings, 

small or large group. 

¶ A strong sense of leadership, self-motivation, and reliability. 

¶ Ability to use Microsoft office software effectively to prepare reports, presentations, and 

correspondence. 

¶ Ability to effectively communicate with others, both verbally and non-verbally in group 

settings or person-to-person. 

¶ An understanding of Parliamentary Procedures and Robertôs Rules of Order. 

¶ Must enroll as a full-time student during day-time hours. 

¶ Maybe required to perform other SGA-related instructions as requested by the president. 

Secretary of Student Studies 

The Department of Student Studies is concerned directly with the Student Government 

Associationôs involvement in the educational process.  The Secretary shall represent the Student 

Government Associationôs role in the creation of a more intellectually and culturally aware 

student body. 

The Secretary of Student Studies shall have the specific responsibilities and duties to: 

¶ Make an annual faculty evaluation. 

¶ To compile a report on his/her evaluation of the faculty and publish it so the Student Boy 

may utilize it. 

¶ To serve as a student voice to assist with the university curriculum. 

¶ To sponsor academic competitions and award ceremonies. 

¶ To be responsible for accepting and acting upon all complaints of students about their 

academic situation including class size, course fallacies, and teacher inadequacies. 

Secretary of Communications & Community Involvement  
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The SGA Secretary shall have the specific responsibilities and duties to: 

¶ To provide publicity, press releases, and communications from the Student Government 

Association to the Student Body and the General Public. 

¶ To communicate studentsô opinions back to the student government. 

¶ To coordinate a minimum of two town hall meetings per semester that address concerns 

of the student body. 

¶ To submit copies of all newly enacted legislation amending the Student Government 

Statutes, all proposed amendments to the constitution, and minutes from every senate 

meeting to the student published university newspaper. 

¶ To provide publicity, press releases, communication, and lobby for the publication of all 

newly enacted senate resolutions to the editor of the student published newspaper and 

other media outlets as deemed necessary by the Student Senate. 

The purpose of the Department of Community Affairs is to establish an entity that would allow 

random volunteering to various service projects.  It is to act as a nucleus for individuals, as well 

as groups, who would be able to participate in community service projects. 

 

The Secretary of Community Affairsô duties shall be: 

¶ To administrate and delegate tasks to the volunteers. 

¶ To act as a spokesperson/liaison between the person(s) and SGA. 

¶ To research and provide opportunities for students to participate in community service 

events that will benefit the less fortunate or those in need. 

Secretary of Student Welfare, Lobbying, & Health 

The Secretary of Student Welfare, Lobbying, & Health duties shall be: 

¶ To promote goodwill between SUSLA Student Body and the Council of Student Body 

Presidents. 

¶ To organize a lobby group to represent the SUSLA Student Body in matters brought 

before the Louisiana State Legislature. 

¶ To interact with the student governments of other colleges and universities across the 

country, especially other HBCUôs and to relate all learned information to the SUSLA 

SGA. 

¶ To study employment problems and interpret them to the administration of the university. 

¶ To assist the office of Financial Aid in finding and publicizing student employment 

opportunities. 

¶ To handle problems relating to student matters and services of general welfare. 

¶ To research and advertise available private scholarships provided from within and outside 

of university. 

¶ To coordinate activities that promotes school spirit and student unity. 

¶ To coordinate entertainment activities to offset the day-to-day rigors of higher academics. 
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Secretary of Clubs, Organizations, and Athletics 

 

The Secretary of Clubs, Organizations, and Athletics duties shall be: 

¶ Serve as liaison to the Council of Southern Clubs and Organizations Presidents  

¶ Plan and organize all activities and function for Student Government Association 

regarding Athletics, Clubs, and Organizations.  

¶ Create flyers, banners, and posters for all home games 

¶ Coordinate an activity schedule for all games which consist of small activities to do 

during time-outs, half-time, etc.  

¶ Coordinate all pep rallies 

¶ Promote school spirit for the basketball teams.   

¶ Represent the Student Government Association on the Athletic Committee  

¶ Attend as many event possible hosted by other Clubs and Organizations 

Liaison of the Aerospace Center 

The Liaison of the Aero Space Center duties shall be: 

 

¶ Communicate with the Student Body President all student issues as it relates to the 

Aerospace Center.  

¶ Help coordinate all events, activities, functions, hosted by the Student Government 

Association at the Aerospace Center. 

¶ Assume the role of Student Body President at the Aerospace Center at the Presidentôs 

request, absence, etc.  

 

 

Liaison of the Metro Campus 

The liaison of the Metro Campus duties shall be: 

¶ Communicate with the Student Body President all student issues as it relates to the 

Metro Center.  

¶ Help coordinate all events, activities, functions, hosted by the Student Government 

Association at the Metro Center. 

¶ Assume the role of Student Body President at the Metro Center at the Presidentôs 

request, absence, etc.  

Assistant to the Treasurer  

The Assistant to the Treasurer duties shall be: 

¶ Assist the treasurer in all his/her duties.  

¶ Assume the role of the treasurer in the absence or at the request of the SGA Treasurer.  
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Information Technologist  

The Information Technologist duties shall be: 

¶ Develop policies for posting information to Student Body sponsored websites.  

¶ Monitor and Maintain the Student Body Texting/Telecommunicating, Face book, 

MySpace, and school website.  

¶ Capture pictures of all Student Government Association sponsored events, activities and 

functions.  

¶ Coordinate, monitor and operate all electronically equipment used by the Student 

Government Association.  

¶ Develop ways for the Student Government Association to embrace technology to help 

better student life.   

 

¶ Cabinet Meetings 

Cabinet Meeting will be held twice a month to evaluate the job of the executive branch. Cabinet 

meetings will be held on a Saturday of each month. You will find attached to this plan a master 

copy of all scheduled meetings for the Student Government Association.  

¶ Qualifications and Expectations:  

The Qualifications of each executive member shall be defined as of the constitution bylaws.  

¶ Expectations are: 

 

¶ All branch leaders must learn and accesses their campus e-mails.  

¶ Create a professional signature on their campus e-mail. 

¶ Dress in the appropriate manner for each required setting.  

¶ Always acknowledge your branch leader when making presentations on behalf of your 

branch and/or Student Government Association. 

¶ Adhere and be dedicated to your job outline.  

¶ Act in a professional manner at all times.  

¶ Understand the importance of class and let nothing interfere with class especially Student 

Government Association. 

¶ Maintain the GPA the constitution requires you to have.  

¶ Be able to follow expectations of advisor and branch leader.

3. Student Issues  

Issue: Tuition

The Student Body 

plans to effectively communicate that with the students. However, the issue is students receiving 

their refund of their Financial Aid in a suitable timeframe in order to purchase their books. We 

will study and push students receiving easier ways to receive their refunds such as the Debit Go 

Cards, Vouchers, etc.  

Issue: Metro Parking  

 It has been a pressing issue for students, faculty and staff located at the Metro Center for 

parking. The Student Body will push students receiving parking for the Metro Center. The 

Student Body has identified space for students, faculty and staff to utilize for their parking.  

Issue: Registration  

 Registration has been an age-old problem for a long time. One problem is that the process 

is confusing to students who are trying to do what they need to do in a timely way. This not only 

frustrates students but it discourages them from wanting to enroll here at Southern University at 

Shreveport.  

Issue: Increase Sports  

 Students insist that there are more sports on campus for them to get involved with the 

athletic life on campus. Also, students are asking for an increase in Intramural Sports activities 

on campus. The student body will be pushing that students receive these sports they are 

requesting.  

Issue: Customer Service 

 Customer Service is a vital part of students staying and returning to SUSLA. Thatôs why; 

we will be constantly communicating with department heads with suggestions from the student 

body on how to improve their customer service skills.  

Issue: Campus Safety  

 Campus Safety is a huge issue on every college campus. We will work closely with the 

University Police in order create a campaign on safety for our campus. 
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Issue: Keeping our Campus Clean 

 Keeping a clean campus is a vital part to attracting students and other individuals. We 

will work closely with the schools custodial staff to create a campaign on keeping our campus 

clean.
